Deadline:
All practicing community association managers must receive their license prior to September 30, 2012. 
Duration:
Applications are valid for three years
HOW TO OBTAIN THE LICENSE:

1. Grandfather Method


Deadline for grandfather applications is March 31, 2012. 
To qualify for the grandfather method, applicants must:

1. Have practiced for a period of five of the last 10 years as a community association manager. 

2. Must have received the CMCA,  AMS or PCAM.
2. Examination Method
1. Applicants must have completed at least 20 hours of pre-licensure education in community association management.  Approved pre-licensure courses include: 

· CAI’s M-100 (16 hours)

· CAI’s AMS  (which includes corresponding coursework – see hours listed in the CAI course catalog)

· CAI’s PCAM (which includes corresponding coursework – see hours listed in the course catalog)

· CAI Illinois Chapter programs
2. Applicants must successfully complete and pass the CMCA examination. 
3. Endorsement Method
Applicants licensed as a community association manager in other state that has substantially equivalent requirements (Georgia, Florida, Nevada and Virginia) meet the endorsement method criteria, but are required to submit an application.
